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MIND MAP CRITERIA:  THE ABC’S OF MIND MAPPING 










Mind Mapping is a useful and creative way to record information and make connections between ideas.  Your mind map will be evaluated based on the criteria below.

Understand the A, B, C’s of mind mapping (see the mind map rubric as well):

A

Always  


· Have a central image

-don’t copy this from your friend…make up your own 


that reflects the topic you are covering

-It should be accompanied by words describing the topic

-place it in a square or circle in the middle of the page

· Turn your paper on the side and place the central image in the middle of the paper

· Write all words in ink

· Use words not sentences or phrases

· Connect ideas to subtopics which connect then to the central image
· Take up the entire sheet of paper and cover the topic completely 
· Use blank paper (white seems to be the most effective)







B

Be Creative!!!

· Create images (pictures, shapes, symbols, or cartoons) that describe the ideas you are recording

· Images should be as creative, appropriate and sophisticated

· Must use colour to emphasize your ideas

-colouring must be neat and appropriate

-all drawing should be coloured (original art work only…no cutting from magazines)

· Effective and appropriate use of humour and metaphor 

C 
Connections

· Your ideas must radiate from the central image

· From the central image, create sub topics from which to connect your information

· Your words must connect to the subtopics and the central idea in a logical manner

· Ideas consistently and accurately shift from most to least complex

· Connections must convey a deep and mature understanding of the topic
